Holy Week & Easter Schedule 

We anticipate significantly large numbers in attendance at all our Holy Week and Easter Celebrations. 

For safety reasons, when we reach the maximum capacity, we will need to lock the doors and cannot allow anyone else 

inside the church until the conclusion of the Liturgy.  To avoid disappointment, please plan to arrive early with 

everyone in your party (if the doors are locked, those with seats saved inside will not be permitted in).  You may 

consider attending a Liturgy at a time where the congregation is smaller.   

For Good Friday, please consider attending at 12:00pm as 3:00pm will be much busier.   

Easter Sunday the busiest Masses will be 9:00am and 11:30am.  Please consider 2:00pm or 5:00pm.  Or you may 

wish to consider attending the Easter Vigil at 8:00pm on Saturday April 4th, which will fulfill your Easter Sunday 

obligation.   

Entrance for all celebrations will be through the main front doors only.  Thank you for your consideration.  We look forward to you 

joining us. 

 PARKING REMINDER 

As we gather to celebrate the holiest of weeks, please remember that our actions outside the church reflect our faith as much 

as those within.  Please remember to exercise the Christian virtues of kindness and consideration when parking in the 

neighbourhood surrounding the church.  Remember too that the following contravene City by-laws and not only inconvenience 

our neighbours, but could cost you in fines and your vehicle could be towed: 

Parking in back alleys and lanes; parking less than 5 meters from any intersection, corner, stop sign, yield sign or fire hydrant 

(regardless of how close to the curb the hydrant is); and parking less than 1.5 meters from any curb-break not at an 

intersection.

In 2023 more than 32% (over 500,000) of Calgarians lived in food-insecure households and the number continues to grow. This 

year, our conference has provided 39% more hampers for January – March than we did last year. Many of the individuals we 

serve are the ‘working poor’- some work multiple part time jobs and 27% work full-time. We have a number of one-time hamper 

requests because an unexpected event has caused them to deplete both their sick time and their savings, and they just need 

help ahead of their return to work the next month.
